WHAT’S NEW FOR 2024

This section summarises major changes to this discipline for 2024.

IMPORTANT DEFINITIONS — PIANO CLASS GROUPS

Piano classes are divided into three groups:
e Solo graded classes (the classes listed on pages 6, 7, 8, 9, and 10 of this syllabus).
e Solo by-age classes (the classes listed on pages 11 and 12 of this syllabus).

o All other classes (classes listed starting on page 13 of this syllabus).

PIANO RULES & REGULATIONS

These are the rules & regulations specific to the Piano discipline. Please be sure to also carefully review the Festival Rules and
Regulations for generally applicable rules.

o GRADED AND BY-AGE CLASS STREAMS: A solo performer may register in either solo graded classes (pages 6 — 10) or solo by-age
classes (pages 11 — 12), but not classes belonging to both categories at once. Any such performer may still register in all other
piano classes.

e GRADE AND AGE REQUIREMENTS: Graded classes, skills classes, and classical duet/trio classes are organised by Conservatory
grade. All other classes — by-age classes, concerto and sonatina classes, popular music classes, and adult classes — are sorted
by age. Piano classes are sorted into the following administrative categories based on which adjudicator is overseeing them:

= Junior: Graded Classes — Preparatory, Grade 1, Grade 2, Grade 3, Grade 4, Grade 5, Grade 6;
By-Age Classes — 8 Years & Under, 9-10 Years, 10 Years & Under, 11-12 Years

= |ntermediate: Graded Classes — Grade 7, Grade 8; By-Age Classes — 13-14 Years, 15-16 Years

= Senior & Open: Graded Classes — Grade 9, Grade 10, ARCT; By-Age Classes — 17-18 Years; Open Classes

= Adult classes will be overseen by any one or more of these adjudicators based on the mix of performers
o INSTRUMENTATION: Solo classes are for unaccompanied solo piano, except for concerto classes.

o ENSEMBLE CLASSES: Ensembles are for unaccompanied duet or trio performed at a single piano. Pianists wishing to perform
with other ensembles should review ensemble classes in other disciplines.

o REGISTERING IN BY-AGE CLASSES: A solo performer registered in one or more competitive by-age classes belonging to their own
age cohort may register in up to one competitive by-age class belonging to another age cohort.
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REPERTOIRE

Each class in this discipline specifies the quantity and nature of repertoire selections required for that class in its description.
Each selection must follow the rules for its type (Conservatory, etc.) as described in the Festival Rules & Regulations. Unless
specified otherwise, general rules for repertoire selections in this discipline are as follows:

e Any selection must be of a level of difficulty matching the class’s grade, even if it is not a Conservatory selection.
e Multiple selections must be contrasting — distinct from one another in style, mood, tempo, etc.

o MuULTI-MOVEMENT WORKS: When performing Own Choice repertoire, you may perform a single movement of a multi-
movement work as a single selection, or you may combine movements of such works based on the level/grade of the class, as
described below. Multiple movements performed together should also be contrasting.

o Level/Grade 8 or Below (including Adult Classes): Two movements whose combined duration is no more than five (5)
minutes qualifies as a single repertoire selection.

o Level/Grade 9 and Above (including Open Classes): Any number of movements qualifies as a single selection.

e CONCERTOS: A concerto selection consists of one or more movements from a concerto or related work — that is, a concerted
work for solo instrument and accompanying orchestra. A reduction of the orchestra accompaniment must be performed by a
piano accompanist. A concerto selection may only be performed in specific classes for concerto repertoire. When performing
an Own Choice concerto selection, you may perform either the specified number of movements or an entire work that can be
performed within the class time limit.

o SONATINA CLASSES: A sonatina selection consists of an entire sonatina that can be performed within the class time limit.
o ETUDES: In addition to the graded etude classes; up to one etude may be performed in a by-age concert group class.

e POPULAR MUSIC: Repertoire from popular idioms or genres is permitted only in popular music classes for solo performers or
ensembles. A selection in these classes must be written or arranged for piano or be a cover version of a piece by commercial
artist in a popular music genre.

e When in doubt, the adjudicator’s decision on the difficulty level of a selection, or on its suitability for a class, is final.

BY-AGE CLASSES AND HISTORICAL PERIODS
By-age, Open, and adult standard performance classes are categorised by historical period. When in doubt about the period to
which a piece belongs, use the years listed in the below list.

o BAROQUE PERIOD: When in doubt about whether a piece belongs to the Baroque period, use 1601 to 1750.

o CLASSICAL PERIOD: When in doubt about whether a piece belongs to the Classical period, use 1751 to 1830.

o ROMANTIC PERIOD: When in doubt about whether a piece belongs to the Romantic period, use 1831 to 1890.

e POsT-ROMANTIC & MODERN PERIOD: When in doubt about whether piece belongs to this period, use 1891 to 1960.

o CONTEMPORARY PERIOD: A piece belongs to this period if it has been composed from 1961 to the present day.

AWARDS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Solo and ensemble participants in competitive classes are eligible for Festival awards and recommendations.
e A minimum mark of 87 is required to qualify for a trophy.

e A minimum mark of 85 is required to qualify for a recommendation to Provincials.

e A minimum mark of 80 is required to qualify for a scholarship.

e SCHOLARSHIPS: In order to qualify for a scholarship of $100 or more in this discipline, you must be registered in at least three
(3) competitive performance classes, or in at least two such classes and in one (1) skills class. A concerto, graded concert, or
concert group class counts as two classes for this purpose.

e Each class that qualifies for one or more trophies lists the trophies it qualifies for in its entry, using a number corresponding to

the trophy’s entry in the numbered list below.

1. JAMES P. KENNEY TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a graded class for Preparatory, grade 1, grade 2, grade 3, grade 4,
grade 5, or grade 6 performers, or in a by-age class for performers aged 8 years & under, 9-10 years, or 11-12 years.

2. PHyLUS M. OsLER TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a graded class for grade 7 or grade 8 performers, or in a by-age
class for performers aged 13-14 years or 15-16 years.

3. NETTLETON TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a graded class for grade 9, grade 10 or ARCT/CC diploma performers, in
a by-age class for performers aged 17-18 years, or in an Open class.

PERFORMANCE TROPHIES
4. MEUTA CLASSEN TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a sight reading class.

5. RoYAL CONSERVATORY OF MusIiC TORONTO ALUMNI— OTTAWA CHAPTER TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a grade 9,
grade 10, ARCT/CC diploma, or Open sight reading class.

6. GRACE l. McGUGAN TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a grade 9, grade 10, ARCT/CC diploma, or Open quick study
class.

7. KiwANis CLuB OF BYTOWN TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a concert group class for performers aged 8 years &
under, 9-10 years, or 11-12 years, or to a solo performer in a graded concert class for any grade from Preparatory to grade 6.

8. DouUGLAS VoICE MEMORIAL TROPHY - JUNIOR: Awarded to a solo performer in a concerto class for performers aged 10 years &
under or 11-12 years.

9. MILDRED L. CREED MEMORIAL TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer aged 13 or 14 years in a by-age Baroque class.
10. LAURENTIAN Music CLuB TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer aged 13 or 14 years in a by-age Classical class.
11. MusicAL ARTs CLUB TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a concerto class for performers aged 13 or 14 years.

12. DOUGLAS VOICE MEMORIAL TROPHY - INTERMEDIATE: Awarded to a solo performer in a concerto class for performers aged 13-
14 years or 15-16 years.

13. OTTAWA WEST JUNIOR Music CLUB — VIOLET PATTEN MEMORIAL TROPHY: Awarded to a 17-year-old solo performer in a by-age
concert group class for performers aged 17-18 years or in a graded concert class for grade 9 or grade 10.

14. DOROTHY HOGBEN TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a concerto class for performers aged 17-18.

15. CANADIAN FOUNDATION TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a class for Canadian & First Nations repertoire for
performers aged 17-18 or in an Open class for such repertoire.

16. MARGARET JENKINS TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer in a by-age concert group class for performers aged 17-18 years,
an Open concert group class, or in a graded concert class for grade 9, grade 10, or ARCT/CC diploma.

17. TROPHY DONATED BY PUPILS OF SYBIL PINK GROBBA: Awarded to a solo performer in an Open Baroque class.

18. FACULTY OF ARTS, UNIVERSITY OF OTTAWA TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer performing a sonata in an Open Classical
class.

19. MORNING Music CLUB TROPHY - CLASSICAL: Awarded to a solo performer in an Open concerto class for Classical repertoire.
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20. MORNING Music CLuB TROPHY — ROMANTIC & IMIODERN: Awarded to a solo performer in an Open concerto class for Romantic,
Modern, and contemporary repertoire.

21. JANET MOONEY MEMORIAL TROPHY: Awarded to a piano duet or trio in a class tagged as “Senior” or “Open”.

PLAYOFF TROPHIES

Concerto classes, by-age concert group classes, and graded concert classes do not qualify for these trophies.

22. SANDRA CoupPAL MEMORIAL TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer, performing any repertoire other than Baroque or Classical
repertoire, in a graded class for grade 7 or grade 8 or in a by-age class for performers aged 13-14 or 15-16.

23. OTTAWA Music CLUB TROPHY: Awarded to a solo performer, performing any repertoire other than Baroque or Classical
repertoire, in a graded class for grade 9, grade 10, or ARCT/CC diploma, in a by-age class for performers aged 17-18, or in an
Open class.

INVITATIONAL TROPHIES

Concerto classes do not qualify for these trophies.

24. LEON VEIRA MEMORIAL J. S. BACH TROPHY AND SCHOLARSHIP: Awarded to a solo performer, performing a work by Johann
Sebastian Bach, in a graded class for grade 7 or grade 8 or in a by-age class for performers aged 13-14 or 15-16.

25. DORENE GIVENS MEMORIAL J. S. BACH TROPHY AND SCHOLARSHIP: Awarded to a solo performer, performing a work by Johann
Sebastian Bach, in a graded class for grade 9, grade 10, or ARCT/CC diploma, in a by-age class for performers aged 17-18, or
in an Open class.

26. IRENE WOODBURN WRIGHT MOzART TROPHY AND SCHOLARSHIP: Awarded to a solo performer, performing a work by Wolfgang
Amadeus Mozart, in a graded class for grade 9, grade 10, or ARCT/CC diploma, in a by-age class for performers aged 17-18,
or in an Open class.
